measuring the equity effects of school choice
lotteries, and learning how charter schools
influence the supply and quality of public
education. Dr. Lincove's forthcoming research
involves the Maryland Longitudinal Data Study to
gather information about subject placement
exams, high school graduates and where
students go to college.
