Introduction of student representative Patrick Reid from SGA.
I.      IPASS (J. Suess/C. Jones)
Registration Guide (C. Jones) – is up and being used by students.  Not many are using it.  And it could be because of Spring break or that more students used it for Fall and are established users.  Should be used more in the upcoming Fall 2019 semester.  Collier showed the Registration Guide so that the student representative the process.  Explained all the steps every student should take before registering.
Degree Planner Update (P. Hawley) – no update from Pam.  Patrick said he has used it and that he thinks it’s a good way of planning for the 4 years.  Helpful that it is online so he won’t lose it.  Arnold asked how far are we allowing students to plan out.  It should be the students beginning semester plus 6 years.  Pam will check to make sure the sessions are live.
Degree Donut (P. Hawley) – classes put in the planner go directly to the donut.  Last update was March 25, 2019.  It was previously backdating information.  It will be updated weekly.

III.     Search for Classes that Don’t Require a Pre-Req – In College Scheduler (P. Hawley/A. Foelster) – No update.  Now that an Associate Registrar has been hired, they will begin working on this project.  Course attribute has been turned on in College Scheduler.
IV.     Archive Wait List View (R. Caretti) – on hold.  Must have access to REX in order to proceed.  Must also have single sign on in order for it to be successful for faculty.  Faculty need to be trained on how to access their classes wait lists.  This will help out the student ultimately.  We will hold off on this project until we know how 9.2 will handle this and possibly use Activity Guides to help faculty.  
V.     When Student Adds or Drops During First 5 - 10 Days Add Automated Communication (A. Knapp)  - this does not appear to be overall in the best interest of the student.  It was bought to the table because faculty want to know who the students are to help them but the other concern is that the faculty want to use this encourage the student to get out of the course.  Jack suggested that the student who add a class between day 5 – 10, should be notified by email to reach out to the professor to find out what if anything they have missed so that they can stay on top of the class. UAA should engage faculty about the concerns that students should be encouraged rather than discouraged to 
VI.
