Hong Kong Student Association

FILM MAKERS ANONYMOUS

Org: This is a request for our annual student film show. This is an event we have had since 1999. This is an opportunity for all student from different walks to come together and make a film of their own. We will be having the event in Charles theatre. My father has a transportation business and I am looking into getting one of his buses to transport students and he would do it for free.

QUESTIONS

Sara: What is the maximum capacity in the theatre space

Org: The theatre can seat about 180 people

Chisom: So are you expecting 100 people

Org: This number is actually an underestimate , because last year we had close to 100 people and this year, because Charles theatre is a much more recognizable place we believe we can get about 120 people

Chisom: Can you tell us your experience in the past

Org: It has always been very successful, but last year we had a little planning issues and we had to do it on campus. We couldn’t advertise as much as we wanted but even still we had a pretty good turnout of about 50 people

Sara: Is there a specific reason why you like to have the event off campus

Org: Because the venue will attract more students and we will have more submission, and the theatre, give it the true film atmosphere that we hope to achieve
Mani: How many UMBC vs Non UMBC do you get

Org: We have a lot of UMBC students but we are also hoping to attract people in the local communities

Chisom: Can you tell us the benefit the average UMBC student will get from this event

Org: I believe for the student that submit to have shown in the film festival will have a lot of satisfaction from showing their work and having recognition for their hard work. For those who come to watch, they can just enjoy and admire

Sara : Is the rental per hour

Org: It is for the whole thing, and they actually cut down $500

Sara: Besides the common vision marketing are there any other forms of marketing

 Org: We have an actually good number of followers on facebook so we are going to advertise through 

Chuka: As of right now how many active members do you  have

Org: About 20 people

Mani: Is the charter bus confirmed for sure

Org: My dad said he would be willing to offer 

Craig to the org: Even though it is for free and it is your dad, there will still need to be a contract because he is offering a service to the university, so to help with the liability

Michelle: How many people will the charter bus seat
Org: It would fit about 50 people

DISCUSSION:

Morgan: I think it is a good event

Mani: I am for the event, but if there is a stipulation that the charter bus is provided

Michelle: I will be for funding the event without the stipulation because it would be a disadvantage if for some case the charter bus is not provide.

Sara: Even without the charter bus, I would be for funding this event. 

Chisom: I feel comfortable funding this event, but the stipulation makes sense. In the situation where the bus is not provided, some people will be discouraged to attend, and the stipulation doesn’t harm

Morgan: I am not for the stipulation because it kind of makes it look like we fund events because of number of expected attendees, and not the quality of the event

Chuka: I don’t think the burden should be placed on the student, and most events, the org proposes the form of transportation they have available. 

Michelle: I think we should entertain the idea of a more generalized stipulation, just so they are not lumped down to using one method should that method fail

Craig: I just wanted to make sure that you guys are careful with the stipulation because even though you are intending good things from it, you can put yourselves and the organization in a box. If they somehow don’t get the bus, then they cant have the bus. 
After straw pool, the board agreed to give a more generalized stipulation that there is a way for students can be transported to the event.

We moved back into questions

Morgan: How sure are you about the charter bus

Org: For the charter bus, it is about 50 50, but if for whatever reason the bus is not available, the executives of the club will make sure there is transportation for everyone

Craig: With the contract line, I think it gets really tricky for you if you are carpooling students to your event, because if something happens at all, whoever is riding with you can come turn around and sue you. So I would suggest that you have established drivers at the very least.

DISCUSSION:

Mani: I don’t want t to have the stipulation any more, I would encourage that they have a means of transport but I wouldn’t make it mandatory.

Muslim Student Association
Org: First of all we would like to change the title of the event to the Rights of Women in Islam. The purpose of the event is to educate people about the rights of women. Its not only non muslims who are not aware, sometimes mostly muslims themselves are unaware

QUESTIONS:

Sara: Where did you get your number for expected attendees

Org: Is was an estimate, based on the number of people who come to our event

Chisom: I think this is a very good event and you brought up a very good point about the ignorance of people on these rights, so my questions is how will this event play out.

Org: We would first start of with our prayers, we will have two speakers, and we will have a question, answer sessions 

Morgan:  What role does the pizza and the snacks play in this event.

Org: Well as you can see it is right at the peak of dinner time, and from our past events, people will just come and leave when there is no food. The pizza is a way for them to stay fed and engaged while listening to the lecture. I doubt the event will be successful without food.

Chuka: Who are the speakers

Org: They are students

Chuka: Can you tell me why you chose those two people

Org: Both of them are women and they are pretty knowledgeable of the rights.  And to get many of the girls out there and vocal. Every time before prayer we have lecture and it is always by a guys so this is an opportunity for the girls to get their voice out there also
Sara: Do you know about your 1000 free black and white copies and would you prefer to use them instead of marketing?

Org: We are going to have another event coming up so we will probably use it for that

Sara: Has the org had an event around this time with or without food and how did it turn out

Org: We have and very few people came, most of them were our own members

Sara How many members are in your org

Org: The active members are about 20

Michelle: How much time is allocated for food

Org: Its about 30 or 40 minutes

DISCUSSION:

Sara: I think this event is really needed on campus just because there are a lot of  misconceptions about the culture, so I will be for funding this event , but just to be fair to other student organisations who have come and requested food, for their events similar to this, I wouldn’t be for funding food. But snacks and drinks are a different think
Mani: I feel the same way, I would be for snacks and drinks

Craig: I think you should be careful in differentiating snacks and drinks from food because I think from the beginning of the semester you have kind of just lumped the two together

Chisom: Can anyone who is for funding snacks and drinks explain why

Sara: Just from previous experience it would be nice to have some sort of snack, not an actual meal.

Chuka: Given the position that we are in, I don’t think we can afford to fund added bonuses, so I am not for funding it. I would definitely like to see the  event happen

Dawit: I think snacks and drinks will be able to sustain people while they are there, so I will be for funding it.

Chisom: I will be for funding snacks and drinks because it is just a sort of refreshment
Chuka: I don’t think you can make a distinction because they are both a way for people to stay

After a straw pool, the board agreed to fund snacks and drinks

Questions was reopened

Michelle: Can the event still happen and be successful without pizza

Org: The event will still occur, and will be successful

GOSPEL CHOIR
Org: This is a spring concert that we have towards the end of every spring to showcase the music we have learnt through the semester. It is opened to everyone.

We have performances from perfected praise as well.

QUESTIONS:

Morgan: Can you give us a walk through

Org: So the gospel choir comes in and we sing about four to five songs, we have intermission, and then any other org that we have to perform will come and perform and then we will come back and give about 4 to 5 more songs.

Mani: Have you looked into getting other people?

Org: We have and all of them are a lot higher

Dawit: So the prices for contracts cannot go down at all

Org: I could probably talk to the sound tech, but everyone else, I don’t think they will be willing to go down any more than they are giving us

Mani: In the past how many non UMBC student have you had

Org: about 100-150 people are Non UMBC
DISCUSSION:

Morgan: The price of contracts does stick out a lot, and I do appreciate that they are as low as they can get, but my concern is the budget.  

Sara: I am really in favor of funding this event knowing that they keep maximum capacity. I really see the bare minimum for this event happen. I will be for fully funding this

Chisom: I think this is a great event but at this point, we have to face reality and make some tough choices. If they can get the contracts lowered, that would be great.

Questions was reopened

Mani: Can the contract for the sound tech be lowered to the $800

Org: I mean I hate to short hand these guys but if that it was it takes for the board to be able to come to a decision to favor us, then I can definitely give them a call.

Michelle: What you do with your organization carryover is strictly up to you but do you think there is the likelihood of funding anymore from this allocation from that?

Org: We will discuss it and let you know
Sara: I don’t think it is fair of us to ask one student org if they can fund other things on the request just because we haven’t done that to other student orgs

Michelle: They don’t have to, it is completely up to them

 The org went to discuss prices with their contractors

VISUAL ARTS COUNCIL OF MAJORS

Org: For a school that has been vying for the national spotlight I think its very appropriate the UMBC participates in campus movie fest. Before I continue, this event is significantly different from the film makers event and I hope you will soon see why. This is a national film festival that has participated in over 75 different colleges. The is opportunity on a smaller scale for students here on our campus and also for students here who are in the performing arts, and then there is opportunity for UMBC itself. It is also a fun event. In a given week, campus movie fest comes to campus and provides any student who has imagination and ambition to tell an idea or story. They provide the necessary equipment to create a short film within that week, as well as training if necessary. At the end of the week, there is an on campus film festival that displays these short films. There is a judging panel, and at the end of the event, the top rated films are nominated, and moved to participate in a national competition that takes place in California, Hollywood. This is a great opportunity for our under shown visual arts departments and UMBC will get high reputation.  And by participating in this event we are giving all the students the opportunity of going to campus movie fest in Hollywood, and don’t worry you would not have to fund that. This event is important because I believe UMBC has to give more attention to Theatre, visual arts, music and animation departments. And this event, unlike the film makers event, which I am only bringing up because everyone seems to be comparing the two, this is available to students who don’t have a equipment. And this event provides that opportunity for idea, equipment and ambition. There is more incentive also for this event. Even the other departments, as well as the Student events board think this is an excellent opportunity for students as well in the arts. They have been very supportive and have agreed to pay for partial fund. Unfortunately, all the other departments are not able to support us financially, that is why we are bringing this to the finance board. We have been working on this event since September and we have done all we can, we have only been able to come up with $225 in member donations. Also, because of the fact that any student can participate, it is a good way to broadcast UMBC’S talent nationally.  The campus movie fest in Hollywood provides additional opportunity. Not only do students who chose to travel there will be able to meet with people who work inside the industry, to attend question and answer workshops, panels , they will get to meet very famous people, such as writers, comedians, actors. This has been a very successful in other colleges and it doesn’t make sense as to why UMBC cannot participate in it if other schools like College Park are participating in this.  The reason why this will also be important is because the arts department here on UMBC  have been split and this will be a way for us to collaborate and try to unite. Having campus movie fest will provide incentive for the arts department to work together. Student Event board has agreed that they are going to help market this. We have done everything that we can to minimize the contract price, and campus movie fest has actually reduced the cost by 20% of what they offer to other colleges without limiting the services that they will provide for us. And this is because of our efforts of negotiating. Just as a summary, this will be a great opportunity for UMBC to present itself in a different light nationally which is important for a number one up and coming university.
QUESTIONS:

Sara: What are the specific items that you will be receiving in line item 3.

Org: Since this is a contract price, they have the price in a cluster and I have to explain to them that we need a list. The prices are specific. The swag is actually for publicity. It is sort of a way to promote the event before the actual event. But keep in mind that we are not actually paying for that. Virtually, we are only paying for the staffing price, and the camera. With an additional $700. So everything else can be considered as free. Which is why is hard to complain about the specifics.
Michelle: Can you give us the benefits of campus movie fest on a more specific level. Is it that on these four days the students will be making movies?

Org: The filming starts at the beginning of that week that way its makes it fair, then at the end of the week, they submit it to the staff on May 1st. In between those days that’s when the on campus movie fest will be taking place and that is when we will show the top 16 films that are most favored by the judges. And then after that we decide which goes forward.

Chuka: Is there a particular reason why the number of participants is capped at 200

Org: No, there is definitely not a cap, it is just an estimate of the number of people we thought would like to participate.

Chuka: So who goes to Hollywood if they win, is it the director or whoever worked on it?

Org: Everyone who worked on it.  The films do get moved on, however students who want to go, they do have to pay and I believe the tickets are pretty cheap.  Anyone who wants to go and is willing to pay, can go to the Hollywood event.

Michelle: How do you come about the people on the judging panel

Org: It can be either students or faculty. We were going to contact all the heads of the departments, and their recommendations of staff and students who they think should participate, but we will be sure to leave room for students who want to be involved.

Michelle: You mentioned that anyone participating can use their own equipment as long as everyone starts on the same day so my question is how can you ensure that every one starts on the same day.
Org: I believe they have to report to the staff of campus movie fest. It is after that that each student is officiated into being part of the event. Even students who already have their own equipment. This event has happened many times in other colleges in the past and I am very certain campus movie fest has a way of ensuring that it is fair. I can contact them to ask, but I don’t think that is really going to be a problem.
Sara: I am still a little bit confused about how the campus movie fest is supposed to occur so I guess can you give us a walkthrough of how it is supposed to play out?

Org: On the first day, students sign up on the main street and get their equipment. After that, they are free to go about filming. The next day, campus movie fest will be staying on campus and students can go to them to ask questions. Then on Friday and Saturday, they are not on campus, but they have a 24 hour on call time. Then the next day is the collection day. Of course students have to be somewhat prepared to be able to take part in this but we intend to market this very clearly and make it so the event does not come out of nowhere. Film makers anonymous will be willing to hold workshops which are pretty good for students who do have questions.
Gabriella: Have you looked into departmental funds

Org: We have. They were all very supportive but unfortunately do not have the funds we need to supports us at this time. But we understand with an event like this after it happens for the first time, people will be much more supportive.

Chuka: For team working on each movie is it required that everyone is a UMBC student

Org: I don’t believe so. I believe for actors and other people who have involvement other than directing can be from outside UMBC. Some past colleges, I have heard some student groups have tried hiring actors. This is an event meant for the students in UMBC so aside from directors and team captain who is someone who is from the campus and ensuring that majority of the group is from UMBC. 

There is a form that has to be filled to specify what’s on campus and what’s off campus in regards to the people who will be participating.

DISCUSSION:

Chisom: That was an elaborate explanation. It touched on all the valid points. With that being said, I see this as something that should be funded by PROVEIT. I don’t think this should be coming from the student budget. 

Dawit: Looking at the budget we currently have, I think this is a lot of money, and I think that should be a significant factor in our decision making. But I don’t think they will be able to fund this on their own without us, and I would hate to see this event not happen.  Again, I am uncomfortable with the amount

Mani: I am for funding this event, I am just not comfortable funding prizes and tshirts and stuff like that
Michelle: I don’t think I agree that this event should be funded by PROVEIT. Firstly because PROVEIT doesn’t happen every year. I personally see PROVEIT as projects that apply to students regardless of matriculation or graduation. This event will only be for this finite number of day, and this year’s students. With that being said, I do see the immense value behind their event. I know Mani mentioned about the prizes and such but the org did say that they are only asking for a discounted portion of the original amount.

Sara: With they line item three, the student org did state that we should be basically looking at it as if it was for free. I honestly do not think we have the funds to fund this for its full amount but I would really like to see this event happen.

Craig: I think it is fair to say to organisations that the board is having. It is important from this point forward to start explaining to organisations the exact situation in which you are in. For this week for example you had $35000 worth of requests but right now the board only has $21000 and even less, considering the allocations we have made today. So I think it is important to be specific to the organization the current situation so they understand
Chisom: I think Craig made a very important point and I think we should consider that in the weeks to come. I think they way this event is structured, I think it has a long term effect event though it is a short term event. But I think we have to ask ourselves if you want to see the student dollar be put to use like this considering the situation we are in now. So I think we should ask ourselves this while we are making our decisions

Kian: Can I make a quick point of order? The discussion is set aside for finance board members only, and I realize you keep putting up that sign. We definitely see what you are saying and I don’t want you to think we are ignoring you but the discussion is closed to finance board members only.

Morgan: I agree with Chisom. This is a lot of money and we are faced with a very limited budget and this is not our last allocation request. It is nothing against the event or the organization, I just think its too much

Sara: If there was a way to find out how other campuses were able to fund theirs. I guess the point I want to bring up is I don’t see this event like any of the others we have funded. I see this as having a lasting impact, and putting UMBC’s name out there. So I think this will be a really good use of the student activities fee
Chuka: For me, when you consider that this request alone will take up half of what we have remaining, then we have to forgo all the other smaller events that can only happen this year. For this event, there is still a possibility of this happening this year.

Michelle: First of all, I am not seeing how you guys are seeing it. I am not seeing it as just a three hour party in the ballroom. It is something that stands the length of a week and half, with the understanding that it can go far into June. When we talk about using the student dollar to reach the maximum, I cannot think of a bigger or better way. If you are thinking of a way to convey a message to the student body, I think this event is it and I still don’t see this as something that should be implemented on a project basis. I know it is a big portion of our current budget, but I don’t think we should reject it immediately, without looking at the possibility for negotiation.
Craig: There are other student organizations waiting so I think it would be a good idea to table this to the end of the meeting because I am sensing that you are not any where near making a decision. So the organization can chose to wait till the end of the meeting and then come back, or sit here and just wait.

KENDO CLUB

Org: This event is supposed to happen on April 25th. We are collaborating with JSA, Anime Club and HKSA. This is a Japanese festival. And this is a festive celebration of the whole village, and this is what we want to bring to UMBC. If this does go well this year, hopefully is to see if we can have each eastern cultures all mixed together in this festival. Our intention is to get the student body to see eastern culture not only as something exotic but really as a norm.
The first thing is the games which is all based on the Japanese culture or festival. The first things are the balloon games and the fish catch game. We also have the origami. We have at the bottom prizes and stuff like that which we will be asking for funds from other organisations and from ourselves through fundraising and stuff like that. For the contracts we have  2 which are one of the main things of this festival. I was able to get in touch with Marc Rooney, he works in D.C. and I have attached an email in which he states that his troop, which is a three man troop, will be willing to do a 40 minute performance for us as well as four back to back workshops. Each workshop is about 25  minutes, and there will be two running at the same time so we will try to get as many students involved as we can. At the bottom we have a pseudo game which I know is very fun. For the food, unfortunately there aren’t too many legitimate Japanese cuisines around here, there is about three or four in D.C. which unfortunately are very expensive. My friend did find one in Columbia and since they are a small store they didn’t have the food warmers so we have to rent that separately and we couldn’t really discount so much on the prices. 

For decorations, we did try to cut back as much as possible, while still trying to give the biggest impact of Japanese culture as well. So what we focused on were the lanterns and the banners. The lanterns I think will give a really good impact on the Japanese culture. The banners we tried to be as stingy as possible and what I did was we were going to use bed sheets and spray paints and use our own designs.

The set up what we have for now is that the ballroom will be designed into some sort of café, using the food and the volunteers will dress it up. I am looking for around 40 volunteers. 

QUESTIONS:

Michelle: So is the food going to be served throughout the event or are you going to set aside a time to serve the food

Org: It was going to be served after the performance

Michelle: How are you going to manage the proportions of food

Org: We are going to have volunteers serving the food, and we want to keep it more of a café style, not necessarily anyone coming in and taking whatever they wanted so that way we cut back on the amount of food

Michelle:  How would you make sure that it is not the same people coming over and over again for more food

Org: We figured we will have the same issue for prizes. So what we were going to do was give out tickets, where everyone will have 10 tickets and like one game will cost one ticket and stuff like that, but instead we were going to have the managing volunteers mark a person so that way we know that this person already had a serving of this, or was at this game station.
Sara: Will your student org be able to cut back on any of the line items 

Org: I tried cutting back as much as possible, but I feel like with what we have here, as expensive as it is, it is the bare minimum that we are asking the finance board to be able to have a big impact in portraying the Japanese culture. The good thing is that, a lot of stuff on there is actually reusable. Hopefully, when we have this next year, the food vendors and the performers will remember us and give us a bigger discount

Chisom: What is the role of food in the event. You have games and 2 performers so if you take away food, how will it affect the event

Org: It will still be okay. But it will be part of what students are expecting in the festival. I guess if necessary, we could cut a little more on food.

Chisom: So for the contract was that a negotiation or it was a figure given to you

Org: That was a figure given to me

Morgan: Could you go over the performer and what he is going to be doing
Org: Basically tyco, is a type of Japanese drum. So this performer will be performing in the ballroom, and then he will have a workshop which can hold 25 students each. There will be 2 going on at the same time and he will hold 4 workshops in total
Sara: Are there any forms of advertisement aside the marketing package

Org: Spotlight, facebook, and we are a sports club so we can advertise through the sports department as well

Mani: How many people are in you club

Org: Currently we have 30 members

DISCUSSION:

Chisom: I think he did a great job in terms of the powerpoint and explanation. I really want to see this club grow. With that being said, I am for partially funding this. I will like to see the numbers go down for the food and games and right now we don’t have the means to fully fund this.

Morgan: I agree and will like to see this event happen but with what we are looking at right now, I wouldn’t be for fully funding but for partially funding

Kian: Does the finance board think the org will still be able to carry out the event if the finance board partially funds it

Mani: He said he might be able to but we will ask them first before we actually fund it

Chisom: The numbers that I am thinking of is $4000

Sara: I guess how did you come up with $4000

Morgan: I agree with Chisom and I guess I don’t want to say where they should or should not cut but I think the food is more I am a little uncomfortable with. So from my calculations, the total cost minus the food is about $4000, so then maybe the rest for food
Chuka: I don’t think it would be fair to use that parameter because the food in this case serves as a cultural and educational purpose. I would say the org should decide which performer has more preference and cuts could be made there.

Questions was reopened

Mani: Is there a possibility that you can cut back on anything on here

Org: We can definitely cut back on food. We can somehow make that work. The only problem is the fact that we are going to fund the prizes ourselves. 

Chisom: I think the board should collectively agree on a number, and then that is the number that they will have to work with

Morgan: I will agree with $4000-$4500

Sara: I think this is a case by case basis. 

Craig: I think you need to start naming numbers so we can move this along.

Chuka: I would say $3500

Sara: Can I abstain from this, because I cant just come up with a number
Dawit: I cut half for each for games, and decorations and the total came to $4899 so I guess $5000 because I think food is necessary and I don’t want to cut back on food.

Michelle: I think it is sometimes easier than other orgs to make cuts. The difficulty here is that the org didn’t give us a number that they were comfortable with. I did my calculations and I came up with $4500-$5000 based on what I think this events need in order to be successful

 After a straw pool, the board agreed that they will like to see the request come down to $4500.

Craig: So what you can do now is let the organization go aside and make those cuts, but letting them be aware of the fact that they are at a disadvantage if they wait and table this to next week. Also, since you guys do look at food quotes, I think you should let the org know to be specific what they are cutting out from the food quote instead of cutting the total of food to a specific amount.

UMBC SHAMBALA:
Org: Every thing listed has to be funded for the event to happen. It is a rock and run, and Jackie gave us all of those quotes so there is nothing extra on the request. We are a student org who just started last semester. We helped raise money for orphans. For this rock and run, it is a 5K around the loop and then a musical festival around Erickson Field. It will be four to Five bands play and they will be doing it for free. It will be free for students but we will just be asking for donations.
QUESTIONS:

Sara: Where did the number of expected attendees come from?

Org: We have had other events like this in the past, and we had a pretty big turnout. We are talking to the running club and the band is pretty popular so we will be having a lot of Non UMBC students as wells

Michelle: Can you talk about the proportion of Non UMBC to UMBC students

Org: The 5K is heavily UMBC students

Chisom: How will the average XC UMBC student benefit from this

Org: Well everyone wants to lose some weight so a 5K is fun and healthy. This will be a way to bring communities together and it applies to all student bodies.

Sara: How many current members do you have in your org
